I wanted to see if someone might know whether there are archives for Bennett and Wood somewhere. I wanted to see who purchased it from them. Was it Ron Toombs?

It indicates this in the first paragraph:

 

The man who assumed the role of top resident rider was Ron Toombs, who had begun his career 14 years earlier and progressed steadily if not spectacularly through the ranks on his own 350 BSA and later a 1961-model 350 7R AJS.
